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Introduction 
 
RedActivity is a new application that enables 
learners to work on a complete activity  using a 
wide range of tools found on their mobile device. 
For example, they can combine web pages, 
written documents, videos, audio recordings, 
drawings, photos and spreadsheets then hand it 
in as a single activity. Using RedHalo, the whole 
activity along with its associated media 
components is automatically sent to your 
RedHalo Learning Space for teacher review or 
peer collaboration .  
 
This is where it gets really cool, as RedActivity 
builds a simple web page for the teacher who 
can then select each component for 
viewing/printing on their laptop, PC or partially 
any device with a web browser. Activities can 
also be copied from one student to another.

·  Work grouped by activity, supporting topic-based  curriculums  
·  Work files are managed and organised  for the Student 
·  Work can be contextualised  by Name, Description, and Relationship Linking   
·  VisualMap display enables mindmap-esque  display of work

Managing Activities 
 
With RedActivity you can group your work within a 
named activity.  
 
When RedActivity starts it lists all your activities . 
Open an activity by tapping the stylus on the desired 
activity icon. 
 
To edit an activities  name or description, tap and hold 
the stylus on the desired activity icon. A pop-up menu 
will be displayed, then select the Edit menu item. A 
window displays the details which can be edited. 
 
To delete an activity  and all its associated work files, 
tap and hold the stylus on the desired activity icon. A 
pop-up menu will be displayed, then select the Delete 
menu item. 
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Creating Files within an Activity 
 

RedActivity allows you to create and manage work files, within 
a particular activity.  
It is possible to manage your work files via three different 
views:  

·  VisualMap  – displays files within a mindmap-esque 
window. 

·  Icons  – displays files by name, with large, easy to use, 
icons 

·  List  – displays files, by name and description 
 
Choose your view via the View menu .  You can switch views 
at any time you wish. 
 
 

1. To create a new file within the Activity 
·  Tap the Insert menu  and select the type of file you wish 

to create.  
·  The file details window will be displayed. Enter a name 

and description, if required. 
·  Press the OK button 
·  The application associated with this type of file will be 

displayed 
·  Alter the file if desired e.g. add scribbles to your drawing 
·  Close the application by tapping on the application close 

button 
·  RedActivity will be displayed 

 
2. To view or edit a file 

·  Tap on the icon representing the file you wish to view/edit 
·  The file will be displayed within its associated application 
·  Alter the file if desired e.g. add scribbles to your drawing 
·  Close the application by tapping on the application close button 
·  RedActivity will be displayed 

 
 
 
 

3. To delete a file 
·  Tap and hold on the icon representing the file you wish to delete 
·  A popup menu will be displayed 
·  Select Delete  from the popup menu 
·  The file will be deleted and will no longer be listed in the file list 
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4. To import an existing file into your activity 

·  Tap the Tools menu  
·  Select the Import menu  
·  A file browsing window is displayed. Tap the file you wish 

to import into your activity. 
·  The file will be imported into the activity 
·  The file will be displayed within its associated application 

e.g. an imported “bmp” file will be displayed within the 
drawing program, Pocket Painter. 

 
 

Using the VisualMap View 
 

The VisualMap View allows the Student to manage their files in a 
more sophisticated way . The files can be positioned where 
desired on the window, and can be linked together via an arrow 
and a description label. This enables simple relationships  to be 
defined between files.  As many file links as desired can be 
created. 
 
1. Position files within the window 

·  Tap and hold on a file icon 
·  Whilst the holding the stylus down, drag the file  to desired 

position 
 

2. View or edit a file 
·  Double tap  the stylus on the desired file 
·  The application associated with this type of file will be displayed 
·  Alter the file if desired e.g. add scribbles to your drawing 
·  Close the application by tapping on the application close button 
·  RedActivity will be displayed 

 
3. Delete a file  

·  Tap and hold on the icon representing the file you wish to delete 
·  A popup menu will be displayed 
·  Select Delete  from the popup menu 
·  The file will be deleted and will no longer be listed in the file list 

 
4. Linking two files 

·  Tap the Arrow toolbar button  
·  Tap on the first  file’s icon 
·  Tap on the second  file’s icon 
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·  A link line will be drawn between the two file icons and a text box  is displayed  
·  Enter text into this text box as a label for the link 
·  Tap any where on the window, other than the text box, to close the text box 
·  The link should be visible between the two file icons as a dashed line , with its 

associated label text 

 
 
 
5. Edit a file link 

·  Tap and hold the stylus on the mid point of the link line, indicated by a small circle  
·  A popup menu will be displayed 
·  Select Edit  from the popup menu 
·  A text box is displayed showing the link’s label text 
·  Edit the text within this text box 
·  Tap any where on the window, other than the text box, to close the text box 
·  The link should be visible between the two file icons as a dashed line , with its 

associated, altered, label text  

 
6. Delete a file link 

·  Tap and hold the stylus on the mid point of the link line, indicated by a small circle 
·  A popup menu will be displayed 
·  Select Delete  from the popup menu 
·  The VisualMap will now be display without the deleted link 
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Work Transfer to RedHalo 
 
RedActivity is designed to work in harmony with RedHalo , thus all work created will be 
transferred automatically into the Students Personal Learning Space  by RedHalo .  
This facilitates Teacher review of the entire Activity and will occur automatically on a 
periodic basis, however if desired it can be prompted to transfer immediately .  
 
1. To initiate immediate transfer of work to RedHal o 

·  Ensure that a network connection  exists (e.g. WiFi is on and connected to your 
network access point) 

·  Press the RedHalo toolbar button  within the RedActivity application 
·  Transfer and synchronisation of all work on the device will automatically occur in 

the background 
·  If desired the progress of the transfer can be monitored by displaying the RedHalo 

Client application  
·  If network connection is not currently available, the transfer will occur at next 

possible opportunity 

 
 

Teacher Review and Resources 
 
Once the work produced within RedActivity has been transferred to the student’s personal 
learning space it can be viewed via the RedHalo  web interface. Using a web browser  the 
Teacher can view the RedActivity  work and add comments .  Additionally the Teacher 
can create template activities  and distribute these as a learning resource  to some or 
all students. 
 
1. Review RedActivity work 

·  Display the http://www.RedHalo.com website 
within a web browser  

·  Log in  to your administrator account 
·  Select a Student  from the list on the left hand 

side of the web page 
·  Select the Files button at the middle-top of the 

web page 
·  Click on the Filter by FileType combobox and 

select option RedActivity 
·  All the activity files will be listed on the web page 
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·  View an activity by clicking on it  
·  A new web browser window will open, displaying the VisualMap  for the activity 

and a list of all the work files within the activity 
·  Move the mouse  over a file icon within the 

VisualMap to display its details 
·  Click on a file icon within the VisualMap to 

display it within a viewing window or within its 
associated application (if installed on your 
device/laptop) 

 
 
2. Add comments to RedActivity work 

·  Display the http://www.RedHalo.com website 
within a web browser  

·  Log in  to your administrator account 
·  Select a Student from the list on the left hand side of the web page 
·  Select the menu File Tools at the right of the web page 
·  Select the menu File Tools > Leave Comment On File at the right of the web page 
·  Click on the Filter by FileType combobox and select option RedActivity 
·  All the activity files will be listed on the web page 
·  Click the checkbox  for the desired activity file  
·  Enter your comments  in the textbox at the bottom of the web page 
·  Press Comment On Files button to confirm 
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3. Use template activities as resources 
·  Create an activity on your device 
·  Design it as a template i.e. to enable the Student to “fill in the blanks” 
·  Press the RedHalo button to initiate transfer to your RedHalo Account (see section 

To initiate immediate transfer of work to RedHalo  for more details) 
·  Display the http://www.RedHalo.com website within a web browser  
·  Log in  to your administrator account 
·  Select the menu File Tools at the right of the web page 
·  Select the menu File Tools > Copy File at the right of the web page 
·  Select the desired activity file for distribution  
·  Select the Students from the list, to receive the file 
·  Press the Copy File to Users button 
·  Instruct the Student(s) to show the RedHalo application on their device  
·  Press the Synchronise button, in order to receive the template activity files
